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THINGS TO DO:

1. Let the Superintendent, LMW contract management personnel or Site manager know you are on site.

2. Sign in and out, using book in the site office.  

3. Ensure your actions do not endanger yourself or others – eg use safe operating procedures and maintain safe work environment.

4. Ensure that all operations comply with the Occupational Health & Safety Act 2004 Environmental Protection Act 1970 and any other relevant legislation. 

5. Comply with site speed limits as per designated signage.  

6. Required personal protective equipment (PPE) – safety boots, high visibility clothing or vests must be worn at all times.  Long trousers or overalls and long sleeved shirts are highly recommended.  Additional PPE, such as hard hats, gloves, safety glasses and hearing protection must be used where required.

7. Ensure that all plant and equipment is maintained in safe working order.

8. Ensure that all electrical equipment has been tested and tagged.

9. Good housekeeping is essential – clean up and remove debris every day.

10. Confine your work to designated work area.

11. Ensure that the works are carried out in a manner which minimises damage to the environment.  

12. Report hazards, incidents or injuries to the Superintendent or Clerk of Works immediately (within 24 hours maximum).

13. You must have appropriate licence/s, qualifications and permits for work to be done, and for plant operation.

14. Beware of potential site hazards such as dangerous goods, powerlines, trenches and fall from height hazards.  These items should be covered as part of the Risk Assessment process, prior to commencing work.

15. Use designated car parks, were applicable.  If vehicles are required on site authorisation must be obtained from the Superintendent or Clerk of Works prior to entry.

16. Visitors must report to the Superintendent or Clerk of Works and sign the site register.  Visitors must be accompanied on site at all times by the relevant Contractor Works Supervisor. 

17. If you have a question – STOP and ASK the Superintendent or LMW contract management personnel.

THINGS NOT TO DO:

1. Do not remove from the site any Lower Murray Water property or property of another person, without written permission.

2. Do not report to work while under the influence of alcohol or drugs that could affect your safety or the safety of other persons.

3. Do not consume alcohol or drugs on site.

4. Smoking is prohibited within 5 metres of any building or structure and in vehicles.  

5. Do not threaten or harass or cause harm to any person on site. Harassment is unacceptable behaviour and will not be tolerated under any circumstances.  Harassment is defined as any action or behaviour that is perceived as unwanted or uninvited which causes offence, embarrassment, intimidation or humiliation.  This may vary from individual to individual.  

6. Do not bring animals onto the work site.

7. Do not bring children onto the worksite.
